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SCHOOL FACILITIES

Age and Condition of Facilities

Hemlock Elementary School provides a clean, safe, and functional environment for learning through proper facilities
maintenance and campus supervision. Built in 1993, the school sits on 9.05 acres and includes a library, a staff lounge, 25
permanent classrooms, four portable classrooms, a teacher’s workroom, and a cafeteria/multipurpose room with a stage
area.

Campus Supervision

The school opens for students to arrive at 7:20 am. Multiple staff members are present to welcome students and monitor
policies and procedures in order to maintain safety. Students are monitored by school site aides and certificated teaching
staff during recess, breakfast and lunch. During dismissal, kindergarten and 1st grade students are released from the south
side gates and released to an authorized parent or guardian. Second through fifth grade students are escorted through the
front gate near the administrative building. Second through fifth grade students who are being picked up by a vehicle are
released through the northside gate near the bus area. Hemlock Elementary is a closed campus. During school hours, all
visitors read and sign our volunteer policy, sign in and receive a visitor’s badge when the visit has been authorized.

Campus Maintenance

School custodial staff and the district’s maintenance department work together to ensure playgrounds, classrooms, and
campus grounds are well-maintained and kept safe and functioning for students, staff, and visitors.

The Fontana Unified School District publishes a comprehensive custodial manual which outlines cleaning standards and
prioritization guidelines. Each custodial staff member receives job training and is provided a copy of the district’s cleaning
megdhwal which defines individual responsibilities regarding maintenance procedures, daily responsibilities, performance
s ations, and safety mé#Hsures.
