Taking Medication at School 

According to the California Education Code 11753.1, pupils required to take medication during the regular school day, as prescribed 

for them by a physician, may be assisted by the school nurse or other designated personnel, if the school district receives: 

1. A written statement from such physician detailing method, amount, and time schedule by which such medication is to 

be taken, and 

2. A written statement from the parent/guardian of the pupil indicating the desire that the school district 

assist the pupil in the matters set forth in the physician’s statement. 

Student may not transport their own medicine to the Health Office, it must be done by a parent.

INCENTIVES: 
At Fontana High School, we recognize students for their efforts and provide incentives for the following: 

 Student of the Month - Each month, 9-12 students will be selected by their teachers to represent the 
department. Students are chosen based on students’ efforts and/or academic performance in the class. 

 Perfect Attendance - Students will receive an incentive and will be recognized for perfect attendance on a monthly, 

quarterly, semester and yearly basis. 

 PBIS Incentives –see Fontana High School Positive Behavior Incentive System within this planner. 
Incentives may include certificates, pencils, sports bags, pins, lunch, FOHI memorabilia, etc. 

 

PROCESS FOR SELECTION OF VALEDICTORIAN, SALUTATORIAN, JUNIOR HONOR ATTENDANTS, AND ACADEMIC MEDALS 

• Quality Weighted Points: A factor of “weight” as follows: 

• “A” in AP = 5 points, “B” = 4, “C” = 3 

• “A” in classes on the Academic Achievement list = 4.5 points, “B” = 3.5, “C” = 2.5 

• Excellent student behavior and discipline record. School administration has the right to remove a student from receiving the 

recognition and participating in the school activities, if the administrator determines that the student’s behavior is 

unacceptable. 

ACADEMIC MEDALS 
• Gold medal: 23 or more points of courses on the “Academic Achievement List.” 
• Silver medal: 21 to 22.5 points on the “Academic Achievement List.” 
• Up to seven graded courses per semester shall be counted 
• Any D’s, F’s, N’s, or U’s disqualifies a candidate. 
• Credit/no credit grades, work experiences, and student assistant do not count toward quality points total 
• No more than one PE activity course per semester may be counted. 
• ROP Courses where students earn letter grades shall be counted
