Their success is evidenced not only by the prestigious 
Golden Bell Award, it is illustrated by the fact that 80% of students who participate in FLIP never 
reoffend and are graduating from high school prepared for college at impressive rates.ò 
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Participants, who must apply for and be accepted to the FLIP program, receive tutoring to ensure 
their academic growth, school visits to reinforce coordination of services and training classes that 
focus on topics including life skills, violence prevention, drug and alcohol resistance, ethics, 
leadership, and teamwork every week. FLIP officers also conduct weekly visits to participantsô 
homes to engage parents and guardians in their studentsô success. Two classes of 50 students 
each participate in FLIP every school year. "We are very grateful for the recognition of the FLIP 
program, which shows that when schools collaborate with their local police departments to
